2. In addition to the physical poster, please prepare a 1-slide presentation (which may be different

from your physical poster) in PDF format and send it by mail to loc@csfk.org, as soon as

possible, but no later than Sunday, 16 April. Please name the slide as:

“IAUS376_poster_surname.pdf”.

3. There will be a 1-min presentation based on the uploaded slide (please check the programme on

the website for the presentation date and time).

Registered online participants with poster presentation:

1. Please send us a jpg or pdf version of your poster and a pre-recorded MP4 video of max. 3-4

minutes. These files will be uploaded to the website and will be available to all participants. Hint:

there is an option in Zoom to pre-record your presentation. Please name the video file as:

“IAUS376_poster_surname.mp4” and send a mail to loc@csfk.org, preferably by Sunday, 16

April. This option is provided by the organizers instead of the 1-minute presentation which is

available only to in-person participants.
